PROGRAM

The Cosmic Ray Division (CRD) of Yerevan Physics Institute in Armenia has earned multiple distinctions.  It is the world leader 

for ground-based research in the fast-growing field of space weather.  In addition, it is among the top five organizations in the 

world for cosmic ray and solar research. Under the leadership of renowned physicist Professor Ashot Chilingarian, the CRD 

continues to win many international prizes.  Its Data Visualization Interactive Network (DVIN) won the United Nation’s World 

Summit on Information Society award in 2003, besting eight hundred other projects from 136 countries.  Its Space Environmen-

tal Viewing and Analysis Network (SEVAN), comprised of cosmic ray detectors designed and made in Armenia, is active in 

countries around the world.  Remarkably, these many achievements have been accomplished on a shoe-string budget.
